Early on Saturday morning the volunteers
from The Crossing arrived with their bar-
beque trailer to start cooking the chicken
patties for the BBQ chicken burgers we
would be serving at noon. By 9:00 a.m.

Saturday mornings are a sprint to get the
meal ready by 12 noon for the estimated
200+ homeless and needy families that
will come for lunch and the message. We
like to remind our volunteers that al-
though we put so much time and effort
into the food we are really there to share
the good news of Jesus Christ as mission-
aries for Christ. On April 27th we were
blessed to be able to serve together not
only with The Crossing Church but also
with Son Catchers. Mike and Val Rose
are traveling musicians that are mission-
aries first and use their music as a wit-
nessing tool. They are such a good fit with
us because this is exactly what CDO does
with food both at our Saturday Outreach
meal and our Food Pantry program. Mike
and Val have ministered with us before
over the years and are an inspiration each
time they come. Mike shared his testi-
mony of living a life apart from Christ as a
guitar player for John Lennon and how
his life changed after accepting Christ as
his Savior. Mike and Val led in worship
for about 45 minutes while people were
being served a great BBQ lunch. Mike
then shared from the Bible and encour-
aged the listeners to trust in the Lord for
salvation. Mike is passionate about shar-
ing Jesus and his gifting as an Evangelist
came shining through. The teaching time
closed in prayer and Mike and Val sang
some final songs before closing the service.
